I am immediately eligible for adjudication by the Director and restoration of my SI/TK clearances and access.  General Jim Clapper is fully familiar with the details; I briefed him in writing when I learned he was focused on security clearance reform.

There are the facts of the matter, all verifiable by examination of the case file:

In the late-1990’s, for the first time after leaving a GM-14 position with the Marine Corps, I completed my first security form as a contractor and checked the box that I have always checked, that all foreign contacts were official business.  It turns out contractors are not allowed to do that, the form at the time was not clear.  In the verbal interview I was asked and I communicated to the DSS agent all 7,500 of my foreign contacts as developed over the course of conferences on Open Source Intelligence (OSINT).  I invited him to my office and showed him all the registration books.  I told him I worked closely with US Special Operations Command J-23 (OSINT).  At no time did he suggest my verbal disclosures conflicted with my answer on the form.  Unbeknownst to me, the DSS agent fabricated “discovery” of everything I told him, including my funded training missions to varied countries.  It took five years for this nonsense to wend its way through the system.  Meanwhile, I had to do another form and checked the same box confident I had disclosed all details to the full satisfaction of the government.  That “confirmed” my assumed deception.  I can provide in one PDF document the Administrative Judge’s findings—I lost my clearances over checking the wrong box and have a clean bill of health on ALL of my international contacts.  The following paragraph, signed by any adjudicating authority, will immediately restore my TS/SCI:

BEGIN: I am restoring Mr. Robert David Steele, SSN 213-72-2838 to TS/SCI status with full access as required by his assigned position.  In doing so I am mindful of the decision of Administrative Judge Paul J. Mason in ISR Case 02-22067 of 17 May 2006 in which he found “For the Applicant” on all allegations less those pertaining to checking the wrong box on his security form.   In accordance with PC MC E2.AS.A.3.4 I find that the failure of the government to advise Mr. Steele that his full and complete disclosure of all foreign contacts during his verbal interview was inconsistent with his checking of the wrong box in his 1999 answer, led directly to his checking the same box incorrectly in 2004.  In accordance with CC MC E2.A10.1.3.6 I find that sufficient time has passed, note the Judge’s own statement at the time (2006) that there was clear evidence of successful rehabilitation, and after a careful review of all factors pertaining to the issuance of the security clearances that Mr. Steele held without incident from 1976-2006, a period of 30 years, I find him completely rehabilitated and qualified to resume sensitive responsibilities at the TS/SCI level.  I have directed that Mr. Steele be scheduled for a Periodic Re-Investigation, and accepted Mr. Steele’s request that he receive a lifestyle polygraph to be administered within the next 90 days.  The restoration of his clearances and full access takes effect from the date of this letter of adjudication. --END
I welcome a new lifestyle polygraph.  I am an unusual officer, coming in from the cold will complete a circle and bring in to service fifteen years of “walk-about” that no other person can offer.  St.
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
